The Applicant for the Adjudication Certificate should note:

The Building and Construction Industry Security of Payment Act 1999 (NSW) (the Act) provides at Section 24 that if a respondent fails to pay the whole or any part of the adjudicated amount to the claimant in accordance with section 23 of the Act, the claimant may request the authorised nominating authority to whom the adjudication application was made to provide an adjudication certificate. 



The Act at Section 23(1) provides that the relevant date for the purpose of Section 23 means:

the date occurring 5 business days after the date on which the adjudicator’s determination is served on the respondent concerned, or

b)	if the adjudicator determines a later date under Section 22(1)(b) – that later date.



The Act at Section 23(2) provides that if an adjudicator determines that a respondent is required to pay an adjudicated amount, the respondent must pay that amount to the claimant on or before the relevant date. 
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
